7:00 pm Marvin Bennink called the meeting to order.  
Members Present: Marvin Bennink, James Szejda, Dewey Bultsma, Joel Terpstra, Tim Grifhorst and Matthew Fenske.

Approval of Agenda:

Joel Terpstra provided a motion to approve the agenda.  James Szejda seconded the motion and was carried unanimously.  

Approval of Minutes:

Tim Grifhorst provided a motion to approve the Minutes from the January 26, 2016 Planning Commission Meeting.

Non-Agenda Items:
No new items were discussed.

7:00 pm New Business:
· Site Plan Review

· Lake Commerca Park, LLC – 465 Lake Michigan Drive

· Seeking second contractors building, related parking

Mr. Witte stated that Mr. VanderJagt is seeking to construct a second contractors building.  Mr. VanderJagt was approved in 2015 with multiple conditions but he is now seeking a new building with a change of the parking lot to allow for more parking.  

Mr. Witte stated the reason for the change was that the Association could not come to an agreement for the new building that was presented to them in 2015.  So Mr. VanderJagt made the decision to go back to the site plan that was approved in 2006 with the new building at 21,000 square feet.  

Mr. Wright, Co-Owner and Association member stated that the concern is parking.  He stated that the way it is laid out will not function with the two building being fully owner occupied.

Joel Terpstra questions the dumpster location and the number of dumpsters.  He feels that if all units are occupied that there will be an issue with the trash.  
Mr. Witte stated that the dumpsters will remain in the same location as the current dumpsters.  

Dewey Bultsma stated that the parking is one of the main issues with both of the site plans.  

Mr. Witte stated that the drive way is 15 feet wide per the fire chief’s requirements.  

Dewey Bultsma stated that the dumpsters should be pushed back further to the north and the new building moved to the east as far as it will allow.  
Mr. Witte stated that if they push the building back they’ll lose 30 parking spaces.  
Marvin Bennink questioned if the current tenants take up more that their required space for storage could the township be involved and held accountable.

Greg Ransford stated that when the project is completed and request for final occupancy that if they do not have what’s submitted that they will be required to finish the project as submitted.

Matthew Fenske stated that business that are getting too big for their location should seek a new location so that they have the room that they need for all equipment.  
Tim Grifhorst stated that if extra parking is available no tenant will want to park far from their office location.  He also stated that the use and flow of parking is not realistic. 
Dewey Bultsma stated that there needs to be parking for trailers because of the use for each office.  

Dewey Bultsma provided a motion to postpone the request of the site plan until the parking is addressed and over flow parking is more conducive for trailer parking, dumpster location and curbing for traffic access with additional dumpsters to be added.  Tim Grifhorst seconded the motion and was carried unanimously.  

· Master Plan

Greg Ransford stated that the Master Plan will be mailed out for review and then discussed at the March 22, 2016 Planning Commission Meeting.
