7:00 p.m.  Matthew Fenske called the meeting to order.  

Members Present: Matthew Fenske, Joel Terpstra, James Szejda, Tim Grifhorst, Richard Temple.

Also Present: Greg Ransford, Ray Nadda, Tim Alspach and Brian Winkler.

Approval of the Agenda: Joel Terpstra provided a motion to approve the Agenda.  James Szejda seconded the motion and was carried unanimously.

Approval of the Minutes: Tim Grifhorst provided a motion to approve the Minutes from the October 27, 2015 meeting.  Joel Terpstra seconded the motion and was carried unanimously.  

Non-Agenda Items:  

· Wash N Wags Façade Discussion
Greg Ransford stated that upon final inspection that shingles had taken the place of a standing seam steal roof that had been submitted and approved by the Planning Commission on March 24, 2015.  

Joel Tepstra questioned why the original roof approval was not in place.

Mr. Nadda stated that it was the contractor’s final decision to replace the steel roof with shingles for cost.  He also stated that he had to bring a deposit for items that need to be finished in the spring before the Final Occupancy Permit will be issued.
James Szejda stated that when Site plan was presented and approved there was no variation of roofing material. 

Joel Terpstra questioned the requirements of a sidewalk.

Mr. Nadda stated that if a sidewalk is required he would be willing to install but cannot commit to it as of right now.  He also questioned where the side walk would continue to.

Joel Terpstra provided a motion to approve that Mr. Nadda be required to replace the front entry roof to a stand seam metal roof that was originally presented and approved by the Planning Commission.  James Szejda seconded the motion and was carried unanimously.

Mr.Alspach stated that Mr. Winkler is looking to locate his commercial lawn equipment and chainsaw retail business to Tallmadge Township.
