Ransford explained the Lot Merger Agreement document. 

Bollinger discussed whether there are methods to end the agreement if compliance with the ordinance occurs. 

Bennink questions space for a pole barn on the house property. Discussion was held with the owner regarding the lot in this regard. Mr. Dennis indicated there are trees and a well that prevents room for the barn.

Discussion was held by the membership regarding their review standards. General discussion was held with the owner.

Bennink motioned to remove the matter from the table, seconded by Temple and carried 5-0.

Motion by Smith to approve based on the review standards of Section 21.07(d) being met with the condition to execute the Lot Merger Agreement and the following additional conditions for the site:
· The only trees that may be removed shall only be for the pole barn location and for the driveway. If the power lines are located within the driveway they shall be buried by trench in same location as the driveway or bored under the trees. 
· Rental of the pole bran is prohibited
· No building permit shall be issued until the Lot Merger Agreement is recorded.
Supported by Temple, 5-0.
